3. What is God's purpose for you where you are now? How has God strategically placed you to 
be a light to others? 

4. How are you shining your light for others to see? 

5. What are the consequences when we hide our light? 

6. How can you live in such a way as to draw attention to your heavenly Father? 

THINK ABOUT IT 
If someone were to interview your neighbors or coworkers, what would they say about you? Do 
they know you are a Christian? Do they know you are a Christian by your actions? 

WHAT WILL YOU DO? 
What is something specific you can do this week that will draw the attention of those around you 
to your heavenly Father?
